The Stoning

As the drama begins, the main character (MC) stands in front of the room.  Important: the main character only speaks during the “excluding” scene.  The rest of the time the MC reacts non-verbally.  After each negative comment, a loud noise is made by a REAP Team member, symbolizing the throwing of a stone - the main character winces/flinches after each stone is thrown.  After the last stone, the main character falls to the ground.

Exclude:  two people walk by MC and are talking about a big party, plans for the weekend.

MC:  So, anything going on this weekend?

1st excluder:  ummm, noooo.

2nd excluder:  oh, yeah, I have to wash my hair.

1st excluder:  That’s right, I have to watch the Discovery Channel, it’s shark week.

MC: oh, okay, you sure there’s nothing?

Excluders:  Nope nothing

The excluders say bye and continue walking off stage.  They may add a “loser”, “as if” or some other insult as they walk off.

Teacher:  Teacher walks up to MC and says something like this…
So, _________________ yeah, I’ve been meaning to talk to you.  Your test scores just keep going down, you say you study, I think your mom said she got you a tutor, but really none of it is helping.  I just don’t understand it; I mean both of your older sisters are so smart.  They always breezed through my classes.  I don’t know why you’re not more like them.  Oh, and I heard you were thinking about going to Wash U, yeah, I don’t know if that’s a good idea, I think you would be better off in tech school.

a loud noise is made and the main character winces/flinches

Sibling Comparison: sibling walks up to MC and says something similar to the following

Yeah, mom and dad were just talking about how much you’ve been struggling in school lately.  I guess you’re just not as good as me.  I know you wanted to take honors classes, but you’re probably not smart enough.  You said you were thinking about playing soccer, like me, but I’d rather you didn’t, it would just be so embarrassing.

Dumping Friend: A good friend walks up, MC looks happy to see them

Hey, _____________ you know, we’ve been best friends since grade school.  I was so happy when we went to the same high school, we’ve really had some good times.  Now that we’re in high school, well, you know it’s been a time for new friends and I’ve made some, and, well, they’re cool.  I really didn’t want to have this conversation, I was hoping you would get the hint when I didn’t return your calls or sit with you at lunch, but since you’re going to make me say it, look, we can’t be friends any more.  The cool crowd says you don’t cut it.  And hey, if you wave at me at school and I don’t wave back; don’t take it too hard, I’ll be waving on the inside.

a loud noise is made and the main character winces/flinches

Not interested guy/girl: guy/girl walks up

So______________________ I heard you kinda like me and want to dance with me and the mixer on Friday.  Um, yeah, that’s not gonna happen.  You’re not quite what I had in mind, you’re just not my type.  You understand, right?

a loud noise is made and the main character winces/flinches

Dumping girlfriend/boyfriend:  They walk up, MC looks happy to see them

Hi,___________________________, this past 6 months have been great.  We really do have a lot in common.  That makes this so difficult.  Remember that party last Friday night, the one that you left early?  Well, your best friend _________and I started hanging out and, well, we hooked up.  We just talked all night, and, uh, we want to be together.  So, yeah, but you and I, we can still be friends.

a loud noise is made and the main character winces/flinches

Dad:  Dad walks up, obviously occupied, with an attitude of business

Hi____________(or son), looks like your having a bad day, yeah, maybe we can talk about that next week, give my secretary a call.  Um, I know you’ve heard me and your mom fighting and I just wanted to let you know that most of it isn’t about you.  I also gotta tell you that your mom filed for divorce, so I’ll be moving out.  So you’re going to have to be strong for your little brother and sister.  You gotta remember, it’s not all about you.

a loud noise is made and the main character falls to the ground

___________________ goes back to the MC.  

Had a bad day?  Yeah, life’s hard.  You can get up.  Come on, it can’t be that bad.  Hey, Jesus loves you!  Yeah, that’s it.  God loves you.  (MC doesn’t get up)
You know maybe saying all that isn’t enough.  I don’t know why I said that stuff before.  It’s not true.  I’m sorry.  Will you forgive me.  (At this point, MC gets up, says “Yes I forgive you” and they hug.
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
